Before the conference

teacher. 
  

During the conference  

Feel free to offer any information that you think will 

add to your child’s academic progress. Ask the 

teacher about his/her plans to support your child’s 

academic improvements.  Ask how you can assist to 
support these improvements.  Talk about how your 

exchange of information with the teacher to monitor 

your child’s progress is doing in class. 
  

After the conference  
Talk to your child about the conference.  Be positive 

and point out the strengths you and the teacher 

discussed.  Talk about academic areas you will help 

improve and make plans with your child about 

how you will do it together.  Let the teacher know 
how the plan is working and call the school if you  

need additional help.

This is for their safety and 

yours.  Parking in this area and opening driver side doors 

causes an unsafe condition for cars passing through to pick 

up or drop off students.

When signs are out or pedestrians are in the 

crosswalks, drivers must be aware of their responsibility to 

stop.  When walking in the parking lot, please use the 

walkway along the fence or the side walk and not walk in 

the middle of the driveway or behind the parked cars.
